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1. Download Jlex.jar or javacup.jar to your local drive (says “c:\dev”) or you can download source codes and compile them by yourself. Both jar files are available from our class web site. (Java cup jar  is accessible via www.latech.edu/~box/compiler/javacup.jar) 
2. Write Jlex and jcup definition files. You can download a minimal example from many web site including ours. 

3. Generate a scanner from jlex definition file

java -cp c:\dev\JLex.jar JLex.Main minimal.lex

4. Rename a scanner to the right name (Java convention)

mv minimal.lex.java Yylex.java

5. Generate a parser from a cup (yacc-like) parser definition file.

java -cp c:\dev\javacup.jar java_cup.Main minimal.cup

6. Compile code-generated parser

javac -classpath c:\dev\JLex.jar;c:\dev\javacup.jar -d . parser.java sym.java Yylex.java
7. Run 

java -classpath c:\dev\JLex.jar;c:\dev\javacup.jar;. Example.parser
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
