Biomedical Engineering Program

As a new graduate student in Biomedical Engineering, you will need the answers to some basic questions about the program.  This document attempts to answer the most frequently-asked of these.

1. What courses should I register for in my first quarter?

All graduate students who begin in the fall quarter should register for BIEN 500, Systems Physiology, a four semester-hour course.  Masters students should, in addition, register for ENGR 510, Research Methods, a two semester-hour course.

If you know that you will follow the coursework-only option for the Masters degree, you should also register for ENGR 589A, which is a one semester-hour seminar course.

Students who are in the coursework-only option might also wish to take an additional course to speed their graduation.  This course should be selected based on your own interests, and it can be selected from Biomedical Engineering, another Engineering program, Math, Statistics, or Science.
