REU Program Expectations 2006


Expectations of REU Students
1. Students will attend all Thursday meetings (9 am to 11 am).

2. Students will spend at least 20 hours per week working at the IfM.  More time outside of the IfM may be required, depending on the research topic and the needs of the research mentor.

3. Students will complete all of the course exercises (including written and oral exercises) and turn them in on time.

4. Students will complete the following major deliverables:

a. Oral presentation on their research.

b. Written report on their research, written in the format of a journal articles.

c. Written proposal that describes the next stage of their research and uses the results from their summer work as “preliminary results.”

5. Students will participate in the majority of the extracurricular activities.

Expectations of REU Mentors

1. Mentors will provide a summer project that

a. can be accomplished in the timeframe of 10 weeks

b. is related to micro or nano engineering

c. answers a specific research question

d. leads to a measurable result

2. Mentors will be able to spend at least 2 direct contact hours per week with the student.

3. Mentors will become familiar with all of the course exercises being performed by the student.

4. Mentors will read and critique the student’s final report and proposal.

5. Mentors will attend the student’s oral report at the end of the summer.

6. Mentors will be present on campus throughout most of the summer.

7. Mentors will attend the pre-summer workshop to help define the student’s research project.
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
