Box-Muller Procedure

1. If P1 is the probability that event 1 happens and P2 is the probability that event 2 happens, assuming that the two events are independent of one another, what is the probability that both event 1 and event 2 will happen?

2. If P1 is the probability that event 1 happens and P2 is the probability that event 2 happens, assuming that the two events are independent of one another, what is the probability that either event 1 or event 2 will happen?

3. The answer to 2 above is P1 + P2 when both probabilities are small.  How does this simplification come about?
