1. Have students write down 20 nagging questions.

2. Which of these questions can be answered by:
a. Asking a mentor

b. Reading the literature

c. Thinking about it

3. If you have 5 minutes to examine a 10 page journal article, what do you do?

4. Exchange the 20 questions.  Ask each student to categorize them as:

a. Motivational (e.g. related to the Introduction)
b. Technical (e.g. related to methods)

c. Scientific (e.g. related to results)

d. Synthesis (e.g. related to discussion)

e. Other (e.g. who works in such-and-such area?)

5. Have students identify the source or sources that might provide them with an answer to each question.
